Art Galleries as Learning Tools

You might not think of using art galleries as a place, to
further a child's education, but they can be excellent
sources of learning for child and adult alike.

I am not only talking about the art lessons, music les-
sons, and participation in plays, but using the art at
your local art gallery as a teaching resource!

Children around 4 or even younger will begin to name
objects, count how many of something they see, tell
you what color something is, and so forth. Use the art
at the art gallery to ask them questions about what
they are seeing in the art.

As children reach 8 years old, they can be asked much
deeper questions. Now you will be drawing sentences
out of them. Ask them questions needing them to
describe: what they see, what they feel, what they
think the artist felt, what they like, what they don't
like, and most importantly, why they feel that way.

Your children will be able to express themselves better,
will learn to really look at things around them, to be
more understanding of others and their feelings. The
greatest gift of all will be the time you spend with
them.

'The gift of your time to take them to an art gallery, to
listen to music with them, to read with them, to en-
gage them in discussions about what they see or hear,
will help your children to grow in ways that will be
with them throughout their lives.

Printmaker Andrew Jagniecki, of the many house art-
ists at the Arts Council’s Nuveen Center, has worked
in many media over the past 40 years. His current pas-
sions in printmaking are the color reduction process
and the color plate method.

To ereate a multi-color print, he painstakingly carves
away portions of his design on separate wood or metal
plates. “Each color location is eventually carved away
on the plate,
then the next
color is created
or ‘pulled’ until
all colors are
printed,” he ex-
plained. Color
reductionis a
complicated
technique in
which all colors
are carved onto
one plate.

“My printmaking is done by directly working

the plate,” Andrew said. “I like the practices of engrav-
ing, mezzotint, roulette, and drypoint with my cop-
per plate work, as well as etching methods. Each print
is made one at a time by hand, printed from a master

plate that I personally make.”

Andrew earned a BFA in Fine Art and Design from
Grand Valley State University, and studied in the
Graduate Print Program at the University of Jowa.
His work has been exhibited nationally and interna-
tionally. Andrew is a Fruitland Township resident.
